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Step 1: Assemble Tubing Connector

Step 2: Assemble Bar to Base

1. 2.Gather the tube connector pieces. Slide the parts together.

1. 2.Insert the tube connector 
into the base.

Thread screws into the holes 
of the grab bar and base.
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Step 3: Mount Grab Rail to Boat

2.Use permanent marker to 
mark all six drill locations.

Apply 3M  5200 Adhesive to base and holes and 
then mount the base to the boat screwing it into place.

Drill in reverse with 11/64” bit.  
Drill all six holes.

     PRO TIP: Use a 45  chamfer 
bit after drilling the first holes 
to counter sink the holes. 
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
